“We Are Proud of Our Clergy Because They Are
Ready to Give Their Lives for Their People,”
(Head of the UGCC in Romania)

On September 16-19, 2024,
the traditional annual meeting
of the Eastern Catholic bishops
of Europe is taking place in
Oradea, Romania. This year’s
theme is: “Relations between
Bishops and Priests — Brother-
hood and Humanity”. After the report of Cardlnal
Gugerotti, Prefect of the Dicastery for the Eastern
Churches, His Beatitude Sviatoslav, Father and
Head of the UGCC, took the floor. In his speech,
he testified on behalf of the UGCC clergy.

“We are currently living through very difficult
times in Ukraine, but we are proud of our clergy
because they are ready to give their lives for their
people. Atthe same time, they cannot receive
anything from this people. The clergy, especially
in central and southeastern Ukraine, live below the
poverty line,” said His Beatitude Sviatoslav.

He pointed out that there are parishes in Ukraine
where people have changed by almost 100 %.
“Everyone left, but others came because of the
priest’s testimony and the social and pastoral
service he offers,” said the Head of the UGCC.

He emphasized that the bishop must support the
priest and his family. “Therefore, for us (bishops —
Ed.), this relationship with the priest is truly
paternal,” explained His Beatitude Sviatoslav,
responding to the theme of the meeting in Oradea
“Relationships between Bishops and Priests —
Brotherhood and Humanity.”

The Head of the UGCC explained that there are
specific forms and mechanisms for supporting
priests and their families. First of all, this includes
retreats, as well as diocesan institutions or activities
for the ongoing formation of the clergy.

“As arule, we gather priests alone, without their
families, but at least twice a year they come with
their families and children. This is an invaluable time
for the bishops to be together, to pray together and
listen to each other,” said His Beatitude Sviatoslav
in his speech. (The UGCC Department for Information)

His Beatitude Sviatoslav Expresses Condolences
on the Repose of Bishop Basil Losten

His Beatitude Sviatoslav, Father and Head of the
Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church, expressed his
condolences tothe faithful ofthe Eparchy of
Stamford on the passing of His Excellency Bishop
Basil Losten, Bishop Auxiliary of this eparchy, who,
at the age of 95, fell asleep in the Lord on September
15, 2024, in a hospital in Stamford, USA.
“It is with deep sorrow that we received the news
that our dear brother Basil Losten has gone to God
for eternal reward,” the Primate said in a letter
to Paul Chomnycky, the Bishop of Stamford.

Bishop Basil, the eldest member of the UGCC
Synod of Bishops by both age and ordination, was
described by His Beatitude Sviatoslav as “arole
model and God’s blessing to all, with his charisma,
determination, and enthusiasm.”

Bishop Basil, blessed with a long life by the Lord,
dedicated his years to constant work and prayer,
retaining a sharp mind and strong will until his final
breath. He was a true spiritual father to both priests
and laity, always ready to offer support and comfort
to those around him.

“Bishop Basil Losten’s legacy united not only
millennia and centuries but also continents
separated by thousands of kilometers. He was born
and lived his life in America, but his heart and
thoughts were always in Ukraine,” said His
Beatitude Sviatoslav. “All his efforts were directed
to the development of our Church, especially when
itcame out ofthe underground and needed
resources for its revival.”

Moreover, the Patriarch commended the bishop’s
immense contribution to the construction of the
Patriarchal Cathedral of the Resurrection of Christ,
which today symbolizes the unity of the children
of the Church from all over the world: “His name
is inscribed in golden letters in the history of this
church, where a prayer is offered for its benefactors
at every Divine Liturgy.”...

At the end Patriarch Sviatoslav added:

“Dear Bishop, you loved Ukraine and your Church
so much — pray that the Lord will save us from
destruction and bring peace to our ravaged land.”

With deep sorrow, the Eparchy of Stamford
announces that in the early hours of September 15,
2024, following a brief illness, His Excellency, Bishop
Basil Losten fell asleep in the
Lord in Stamford Hospital. He
was a priest for 67 yearsand a
bishop for 53 years.

He leaves behind his
nieces, Michelle, Jan, Anna
Jean, and nephews, Michael,
Albert, Dr. Wiliam and their
families, as well as many
friends and faithful of the
Stamford ~ Eparchy  and
beyond.

Basil Harry Losten was born
in Chesapeake City, Maryland
to Ivan (John) Losten and Julia
Petryshyn on May 11, 1930.
Basil was the youngest of ten
children who were raised on a
dairy farm owned and
operated by his parents. He
attended St. Basil's Prep School in Stamford
Connecticut where one of his nicknames was “milkman”.
This term of endearment was a nod to the family farm.
He graduated from St. Basil’s Prep in 1949.

The young Basil continued his education at St. Basil’s
College Seminary in Stamford, CT. He graduated in
1953 with a B.A. in Philosophy. He spent the next four
years studying theology and preparing for the priesthood
at St. Josaphat Major Seminary in Washington, D.C.,
where he earned a Licentiate in Sacred Theology
(S.T.L.) from The Catholic University of America in 1957.

He was ordained a priest by Bishop Constantine
Bohachevsky on June 10, 1957 at the age of 27. He
served in several pastoral assignments including initially
as an assistant pastor in the Philadelphia Ukrainian
Catholic Cathedral of the Immaculate Conception. He
also served as a secretary to Bishop Bohachevsky and
later Bishop Ambrose Senyshyn. He was assigned for a
period to the parish in Bristol, PA and later the parish in

Camden, NJ, while also becoming Bishop Senyshyn’s
driver and secretary.

He was instrumental in organizing various projects for
the Archeparchy of
Philadelphia and especially
the building of Ascension
Manor - a residence for the
elderly. Because of his
dedication and zeal for
service he was raised to the
rank of Papal Chamberlain in
1968, and, three years later,
on May 25, 1971, he, along
with Rev. John Stock, was
ordained Auxiliary Bishop of
the Archeparchy of Phila-
delphia.

Following the death of
Metropolitan Senyshyn,
Bishop Basil was appointed
as Bishop of Stamford on
September 20, 1977 and was
installed on December 7,
1977 in St. Basil College Seminary Chapel. He was 47
years old.

His zeal for pastoral work was manifested in his care
for education, especially for priestly vocations. He
established a diocesan paper, The Sower, and was
involved in multiple publications and was awarded an
Honorary Doctorate from Sacred Heart University in
Bridgeport, CT.

His work in Ukraine during Soviet times grew
incrementally and then exponentially when freedom for
the Ukrainian Catholic Church arrived in 1989 and
Ukrainian independence was proclaimed in 1991.  He
was an indefatigable and talented fundraiser who raised
millions of dollars towards rebuilding the Ukrainian
Catholic Church in Ukraine following half a century of
Communist oppression, in particular towards the
construction of the new Holy Resurrection Sobor in Kyiv.

Bishop Basil was an active member of the USCCB
(United States Conference of Catholic Bishops) during

his entire episcopacy and served for many years on the
Committee for Catholic-Jewish Dialogue.

Bishop Basil retired as Bishop of Stamford on January
3, 2006 at the age of 75 years but continued to serve the
Church even in his retirement as a generous benefactor
of the Ukrainian Museum and Library of Stamford, the
Ukrainian Catholic University in Lviv, Ukraine, in the
endowment of a Ukrainian Church Studies program at
the Catholic University of America in Washington DC,
and of countless other ecclesial and civic causes.

The motto on his episcopal coat of arms was
“Fortitude” which perfectly encapsulates the dedication
and zeal with which he served God, the Church, and the
faithful throughout his long and fruitful life. May he rest
with God!
